
KHOA Board Meeting – April 18, 2007

In attendance:  Bob Straus (President), Alexis Schwartz (co-secretary), Rebecca Sellman (Treasurer), 
Steve Merritt (Secretary), Lora Schoner (VP), Ben Poeppelman (guest), Chris Bell (guest)

• Review of old business
o Will need a second mailing for voting of new positions – Bob motioned for Lora to be 

VP which was seconded by Rebecca (Alexis will be co-secretary)
o Have received a few complaints about dogs roaming around unleashed and soiling in 

yards – need to find out what city ordinances say about this (Lora will check into this)
o New Neighbors - Rebecca found out we can look in the paper at property changes to keep 

track of incoming new neighbors – the VP will now be responsible for getting them a 
welcome letter and a copy of the covenants.

o Dues – 156 or 268 have been returned $11,700 – the second mailing will be sent the first 
week in May.

o Easter egg hunt was successful!!– 100 people attended!!!
o Bob will continue to update website
o Pump for the pond will be put out this weekend.

• Complaint about erosion around pond – We need to see where property lines are to determine if 
it is a homeowner situation or a KHOA situation.  Rebecca will check with the city.

• Budget - $11,743.75 dues returned  /  $44,238.07 Current checkbook balance  /  $20,310.10 in 
CDs – Rebecca will check to see when they are due and look into reinvesting some of the money 
($10K)

• Benches – Bob will check to see on the status of the benches
• Yard Sale – fliers will be distributed – the set date is May 17-20th.
• Lake/Stream – Quality Landscape - A single spray was done at the end of March.  We paid for 

this last year but recently received a new bill.  We were also told they would call before they 
spray.  Rebecca / Bob will check into this.

• Lake Doctors sprayed March 31 and received a bill for what appears to be the entire month of 
March.  Also need to check into this and see what our agreement is.  We typically get 2-3 sprays 
each month.

• Bridge – Bob will contact Steve again to see about getting his plans.  Ben Poeppelman will help 
to get the project started.  We will need a PE to approve the plan as well as the city approval.  
We will probably work in phases beginning with the bridge.  The information Bob receives will 
be passed onto Ben.

• Park has a lot of graffiti and broken equipment. Bob will contact the city park department to 
notify them.
