Trackhoe used to clear creek around bridge on Monday May 14% for approx. 2 hours.
Bob went back on Saturday and cleared come more by hand

May 16" the creek was sprayed for preventative vegetation growth T both sides have now
been sprayed

In review T the bridge does not appear to allow enough water to flow through, which
therefore floods the bridge, backing up water, which is causing the creek to expand,
causing sediment to be deposited and vegetation to grow. There is also erosion around
the pond and animal infestation (muskrats).

The pond in Kensington is a retention pond and is meant to handle some flooding

The creek is designed to flood (from what we are told)

The pipe in the bridge closest to Huntington is blocked with a large rock T we are trying
to free it to allow more water flow

Need to address opening bridge up to allow more water flow through while not causing
extra erosion around the pond T we need to look at all options and situations to determine
the cause T maybe we need to keep a bridge that does slow down the water flow to
prevent erosion T we are looking to Civil Engineers and the City to help us determine the
answers to these questions.

Federal law prohibits the passing off of water (runoff water) to another location. This
may or may not be the case with Edgewater.

We may be able to go back to the developer if the runoff problem is being passed along
to us.

Once we address this with the city and determine what is wrong, then we will know what
to do and how to handle the problem, whether this be bridge replacement, adding rocks
around the pond, etc.

Meeting with the City scheduled for June 14" at 2:00 with the City Civil Engineer at City
Hall T Jarrod Harrah, Bob Straus, Ben Poeppelman and Steve Mascarella will be in
attendance.

Elections T one position is open for Landscape Approval. We will send out a ballot for current
position to be filled now as well as a ballot for a future board position to be determined. The
future position will need to be filled January 2008.
